�„ So why must grammars be so utterly intricate?

�„ The answer may be puzzling, but it is, what we expect of grammars, that 
induces their complexity.

�„ As Grammars cannot, like humans, react ad hoc, they ought to be prepared 
to answer any question about expressions of a language.

�„ To cope with this task, grammars reduce the problem by defining classes of 
expressions, that share formal properties, such as morpheme classes, 
phrase classes, and by defining relations among classes of these kinds.

�„ With every definition, grammars depart from what people know about their 
language by merely being competent speakers of this language.
